As part of ARA’s ongoing efforts to help structure and monitor the current efforts regarding NMVTIS reporting, the following information has been provided to ARA describing the National Salvage Vehicle Reporting Program (NSVRP). ARA is working to help automotive recyclers secure a variety of reporting options. As a service to our members, we are passing along this question/answer description of the NSVRP program. Members should note that the description below is a current summary of the program and that there may be some changes in the final program. ARA wants its members to be kept informed of these activities and may be passing along information about other similar programs as well as any changes to the NSVRP program described below. Low cost program introduced for NMVTIS reporting
Who is running this program?

This program has been established as a public policy initiative by the National Salvage Vehicle Reporting Program (NSVRP), the National Insurance Crime Bureau (NICB), and the Insurance Service Office (ISO).  NICB is a not for profit organization dedicated to reducing auto fraud, auto theft, title abuse, and works closely with local, state, Federal and international entities to combat civil and criminal activities.  NSVRP is a not-for-profit public policy and law enforcement support organization whose board is made up of law enforcement organizations such as the International Association of Chiefs of Police, Miami Dade Police, International Association of Auto Theft Investigators and the North American Export Committee.  It has participation from agencies such as the Department of Justice, Customs and Border Protection, and other Federal Agencies.  It also includes associate member ships from industry and trade groups such as ARA, NADA, URG, consumer groups, and other industry participation in its efforts.  ISO is the data processing service for NICB as well as an official data consolidator for NMVTIS.
What are the costs for participation in this program? 

· $100 one-time initial annual registration fee (per NMVTIS reporting location)
· $50 per year annual renewal fee (per NMVTIS reporting location)

· This fee structure is locked for during first three years of the program, but could increase after the third year to no more than $100 per NMVTIS reporting location
· There would be no other charges, including no per-transaction charges for the duration of the program

When will it be available?
 Estimated 6-8 weeks.
Should I be concerned about my NMVTIS reporting obligations if I wait to report under this program?

The Department of Justice has issued a clarification on reporting that they are aware of delays in the establishment of a second data consolidator for the NMVTIS program.  The DOJ has stated that they understand that there has been this delay, and that once dismantlers finally begin reporting they will need to report back to the first date of their reporting obligations.  Since the NSVRP program has robust reporting requirements, anyone who begins reporting under the NSVRP program will be exceeding the minimum threshold obligations set by DOJ for retroactive reporting obligations under NMVTIS and should not be concerned about this delay in beginning their reporting under this program.
Who is eligible for the program?
Recyclers, dismantlers, shredders, crushers and self-serve or pick-a-part yards.
What information is required for reporting?
The information to be reported by the recycler to the NICB program is to adhere to the NSVRP reporting standard.  NICB/ISO will then forward to the NMVTIS operator on behalf of the recycler at NICB/ISO’s own expense, the reported information.  The recycler is to make a good faith effort to provide the data required by the NSVRP standard on all vehicles for which the recycler has information computerized in their possession.
Who will own the data?

The Automotive Recycler.

Who may use the data?

In return for paying the cost of program operation, and for eliminating the need for recyclers to have to pay any transaction costs for reporting, the recycler is agreeing that they will be giving NICB a copy of the data to be used by NICB for law enforcement, insurance investigative and fraud prevention purposes.  As part of the agreement, NICB and ISO both are acknowledging that neither ISO nor NICB has any right to sell this data unless they separately receive explicit written approval from each individual recycler who owns that data.  NICB and ISO both agree that they will report the data into NMVTIS on behalf of the recycler.    NSVRP does not see any of the data provided by the recycler into this program.
Which entity will accept the program registration payments?

ISO (Insurance Services Office)

How do I sign up for the program?

Once the program is ready to begin operation, there will be a notification publicized with ARA and your computer system vendors.  You will be directed to a website where you will be able to sign up to participate in the program.
How do I provide my data once I am signed up into this program?

Once you have signed up into the program ISO will send you via email your NMVTIS user ID and the computer FTP address for transmitting your data.  If you are a user of one of many commercial systems, most of the major inventory and communications system vendors will be updating your software to allow you to directly report your data into the program.  Check with your individual systems vendors for specifics.  If you do not have that capability, several organizations are working on stand-alone programs that you can load into a desktop PC to allow you to record and then send your data into the NICB/ISO reporting format.  You will need a PC with an Internet connection, and you will also have to sign up with the NICB/ISO program in order to participate.  
Do I have other options if I do not want to participate in the NICB/NSVRP/ISO program?

Yes.  At the present time, you can also participate in NMVTIS by contacting other data consolidators.  Presently, there is at least one other data consolidator, Auto Data Direct.  It is anticipated that in the future there could be additional consolidators also offering their services.
